Valley Christian Preschool provides a safe, 
healthy, nurturing environment for children from 
2 to 5 years of age.  VCP provides high quality, 
creative and developmentally appropriate pro-
grams that lead to children experiencing God’s 
love, creating a foundation upon which positive 
social relationship and strong self-esteem are 
built.   

2 and 2 1/2 Year Old Classes 
The children are introduced to the wonder of  
the world around them through opportunities to 
explore.  The open-ended nature of play with a 
variety of materials encourages the children to 
develop the skills they need in order to progress 
to the next level. The teacher/student ratio is 
2:10. 

3 Year Old Class 
This class encourages the child’s cognitive and 
social skills.  Each active morning provides the 
students with hands-on learning opportunities 
and spontaneous social interactions.  Experienc-
ing successful outcomes under the guiding hand 
of the teachers leads toward healthy self-esteem. 
The teacher/student ratio is 2:16. 

4 Year Old Class

sary to successfully transition to Kindergarten.
