Pastor: I came to you as the least of your brothers and sisters; I was hungry and 

you gave me no food, I was thirsty and you gave me no drink; I was a 
stranger and you did not welcome me; naked and you did not clothe me; sick 
and in prison and you did not visit me and you have prepared a cross for your 
Savior. Lord, have mercy.
